Form of Manuscript - Instructions for Authors
General

This instruction is for manuscripts (proceedings) to be published by WSE. The publisher provides ‘a style template’ which guides to the right formulation. Details of the form of the manuscript are given below. A model page (Title page) is presented in the end of this document. 
Lay-out

- Computer software: MS Word
- Page size: A4, portrait
- Page margins: top and bottom 2.5 cm, left and right 3 cm

- Line spacing: single 
- Text is written in one column and justified.
Paragraphs are separated by blank lines. Headings are preceded by two blank lines and followed by one blank line.
Title page
The title page includes the following information:
- Title of the paper (Times New Roman, 16 pts, all caps, centre) followed by three blank lines.
- Author’s name, surname and the capital letter of the first name (Times New Roman, 14 pts, centre) followed by two blank lines. Names are marked with a footnote containing perfect contact information (Times New Roman, 10 pts, justify). 
- Author’s name is followed by an abstract. The length of the abstract should not exceed 2000 characters including spaces between the words. The abstract is followed by one blank line.

- Indicate 3 to 5 key words.
- Pages are not numbered.

- See the model of the first page!
Body text
Use font Times New Roman, 12 pts, justify.
Headings

Use no more than three levels of headings (two levels of headings are recommended). The following styles are used: HEADING 1 (Times New Roman, 14 pts, all caps), Heading 2 (Times New Roman, 12 pts, bold), Heading 3 (Times New Roman, 12 pts, italic). Headings are not numbered.
Structure
The following structure in the paper is recommended: ABSTRACT, INTRODUCTION, MATERIAL AND METHODS, RESULTS, DISCUSSION, CONCLUSIONS, and REFERENCES. The maximum length of the total paper is six pages.   

Italics
Italics are used for scientific names of species (e.g., Picea abies (L.) Karst.), but not for expressions or abbreviations.

Expressions
Use MS Word’s Equation Editor (Math Type, 12 pts, align left). Equations are numbered consecutively in parenthesis (align right). In the text, refer to equations as Eq. 1, Eq. 2, etc.
Notes

Use of footnotes should be avoided in the paper (except contact information on the first page).
Tables

Place the table to the location where it belongs (centre). The caption is located above the table. Tables are numbered consecutively through the paper. In the text, refer to tables as Table 1., Table 2., etc. Font for the ‘Table’ is Times New Roman, 12 pts, bold, and that for the text Times New Roman, 12 pts. Tables are preceded and followed by two blank lines. 
Figures
Place the figure to the location where it belongs (centre). The caption is located under the figure. Figures are numbered consecutively through the paper. In the text, refer to figures as Fig. 1., Fig. 2., etc. Font for the ‘Fig.’ is Times New Roman, 12 pts, bold, and for the text Times New Roman, 12 pts.

This paragraph provides the reader sufficient information about the background of the study.
MATERIAL AND METHODS
Subtitle
This paragraph discusses the data collection and methods used in the study.
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
